* Because of the immediate need to implement the changes to the SCM, for contracts let prior to July
7, 2005, the changes issued by the revised SCM pages will be made by Order-on-Contract, unless
otherwise notified.

* For on-going contracts, the Engineer is directed to assess the remaining work and determine if it is
beneficial to implement the change in consultation with the Metals Engineering Unit, Structures
Division, and subject to negotiating a reasonable cost for the order-on-contract with the Contractor.

* In accordance with the Standard Specifications, Subsection 101-02, the changes to the SCM are in
affect for contracts let on or after July 7, 2005, as applicable.

BACKGROUND: EB 05-024 issued revisions to the Steel Construction Manual that required contractors
to submit erection procedures (drawings and calculations) signed by a Professional Engineer licensed to
practice in New York State,
